Passage 1:

As researchers on aging noted in a position statement this past May, no treatment on the
market today has been proved to slow human aging—the buildup of molecular and cellular
damage that inercascs vulnerability to infirmity as we grow older. But onc intervention,
consumption of a low-calorie vet nutritionally balanced diet, works incredibly well in a
broad range of animals, increasing longevity and prolonging good health. Those findings
suggest that caloric restriction conld delay aging in humans, too.

Unfortunately, for maximum benefit, people would probably have to reduce their
caleoric intake by roughly 30 percent, equivalent to dropping from 2,500 calories a day to
1,750. Few mortals could stick to that harsh a regimen, cspecially for ycars on cnd. But
what if somcone could ¢reate a pill that mimicked the physiological cffeets of cating less
without actually forcing people to go hungry? Could such a caloric-restriction mimetic, as
we call it, enable pcople to stay hcalthy longer, postponing age-related disorders (such as
diabetes, atherosclerosis, heart disease and cancer) until very late in life?

We first posed this question in the mid-1990s, after we came upon a chemical agent
that, in rodents, scemed to reproduce many of caloric restriction’s benefits. Sinee then, we
and others have been searching for a compound that would safely achieve the same feat in
people. We have not succeeded vet, but our failures have been informative and have
fanned hope that caloric restriction, or CR, mimectics ean indeed he developed cventually.

Passage 2:

Radicals in their time, early Impressionists violated the rules of academic painting. They
constructed their pictures from freely brushed colors that took precedence over lines and
contours, following the example of painters such as Eugéne Delacroix and J. M. W, Turner.
They also painted realistic scenes of modern life, and often painted outdoors.
Previously, still lifes and portraits as  well  as landscapes were  usually  painted in a
studiv. The lmpressionists found that they could capture the momentary and transient
effects of sunlight by painting outdoors or en plein air. They portrayed overall visual effects
instead of details, and nsed short “broken” brush strokes of mixed and pure unmixed
color—not blended smoothly or shaded, as was customary—to achieve an effect of intense
color vibration.

Impressionism emerged in France at the same time that a number of other painters,
including the Ttalian artists known as the Macchiaioli were also exploring plein-
@iy painting, The lmpressionists, however, developed new techniques specific to the style.
Encompassing what its adhcrents arguced was a different way of secing, it is an art of
immediacy and movement, of candid poscs and compositions, of the play of light expressed
in a bright and varied use of color.

The public, at first hostile, gradually came to hclicve that the Tmpressionisis had
captured a fresh and original vision, even if the art eritics and art establishment
disapproved of the new styvle. By recreating the sensation in the eyve that views the subject,
rather than delineating the details of the subject, and by ercating a welter of techniques
Impressionism s  a  precursor of various painting  styles, including Neo-
Impressionism, Post-Impressionism, Fauvism, and Cubism.
